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Route Glossary

Route 1:
Upper Town Route.

Commencing from Willis’s Road (very close to the Tower of Homage). Travelling up
Flat Bastion Road down Europa Road with a Bus Stop just beside the famous
Trafalgar Cemetery continuing its journey through Queensway via Reclamation Road
with a Bus Stop that gives access to mid Main Street and then continues to the
residential area of Mid Harbours Estate with a Bus Stop just beside St Bernard’s
Hospital which also has the Morrison Superstore at a stone’s throw. The journey
continues through Waterport Road with a Bus Stop very near Ocean Village, a very
popular area both for locals and tourists alike and then arriving at its terminus in
Market Place that is 30 seconds away from Main Street via Casemates Square.

The bus returns to Willis Road from Market Place stopping once again at the Hospital
and Reclamation Road.

Mon — Fri this route operates from 06:30hrs to 21:00hrs.
Saturdays this route operates from 08:40hrs to 21:00hrs

Sundays and Public Holidays this route operated from 09:20hrs to 21:00hrs

Route 2:

Commencing from Market Place travelling through Glacis Road to Line Wall Road
that has several Bus Stops that are adjacent to Main Street and popular hotels such
as The Elliot’s Hotel, the Bristol Hotel. This route also stops at Elliot’s Way which has
the famous Cable Car within 200 metres and continues up Europa Road with a Bus
Stop just opposite the famous Rock Hotel continuing its journey to Europa Point, a
very popular stop for tourists and locals alike as it has stunning views of the Straits.
The bus returns to Market Place.

Mon — Fri this route operates from 06:40hrs to 21:00hrs.

Saturdays this route operates from 07:15hrs to 21:00hrs

Sundays and Public Holidays this route operated from 08:00hrs to 21:00hrs



Route 3:
Circular Route for the Upper South District.

Commencing from South Pavilion travelling through Rosia Road via Queensway
through the residential area of Mid Harbours with a Bus Stop just beside St Bernard’s
Hospital which also has the Morrison Superstore at a stone’s throw. The journey
continues through Waterport Road with a Bus Stop very near Ocean Village, a very
popular area both for locals and tourists alike and then arrives at Referendum House
before returning to South Pavilion via Queensway up Europa Road with a Bus Stop
just opposite the famous Rock Hotel.

Mon — Fri this route operates from 06:30hrs to 21:00hrs.

Saturdays this route operates from 08:00hrs to 21:00hrs

Sundays and Public Holidays this route operated from 08:30hrs to 21:00hrs
Route 4:

Lower South District — East Side

Commencing from Market Place travelling through Glacis Road to Line Wall Road
that has several Bus Stops that are adjacent to Main Street and popular hotels such
as The Elliot’s Hotel, the Bristol Hotel. This route travels down Rosia Road that has a
Bus Stop by the New Harbours industrial park passing by New Mole Police Station
and stopping at Rosia Terminus that is 5 minutes walking distance from Camp Bay
and Little Bay Beaches. The Bus travels back through Line Wall Road down Winston
Churchill Avenue through Devil’s Tower Road that has a Bus Stop just outside Eastern
beach Road followed by a Bus Stop by the Caleta Beach followed by the William’s
Way Bus Stop which is situated 200 yards from the Caleta Palace Hotel and shortly
thereafter its Terminus of Black Strap Cove which is within walking distance of the
residential complex Both Worlds that sits atop the Sandy Bay Beach it then continues
its journey back Devil’s Tower Road making a brief stop at Market Place before
travelling down Waterport Road with a Bus Stop very near Ocean Village, a very
popular area both for locals and tourists alike with a Bus Stop just beside St
Bernard’s Hospital which also has the Morrison Superstore at a stone’s throw before
returning to Market Place Terminus.

Mon — Fri this route operates from 08:45hrs to 21:00hrs.
Saturdays this route operates from 08:45hrs to 21:00hrs

Sundays and Public Holidays this route operated from 08:45hrs to 21:00hrs



Route 7:
Mt. Alvernia

A circular route that travels from the elderly home Mt Alvernia via Europa Road
through Queensway to the Orange Bastion. Created especially to cater for the needs
of families and friends of the residents of this elderly home to provide easy access to
the same.

This route operates 7 days a week between 11:00hrs — 14:30hrs re-commencing
16:00hrs — 19:00hrs

Route 8:

Commencing from Black Strap Cove which is within walking distance of the
residential complex Both Worlds that sits atop the Sandy Bay Beach it then continues
its journey back Devil’s Tower Road making a brief stop at Market Place before
travelling down Waterport Road with a Bus Stop very near Ocean Village, a very
popular area both for locals and tourists alike with a Bus Stop just beside St
Bernard’s Hospital which also has the Morrison Superstore at a stone’s throw before
arriving at it’s Terminus of Reclamation Steps that gives access to mid Main Street.

The Bus returns to Black Strap Cove via the Hospital & Market Place

This route operates 7 days a week between 07:00hrs — 21:00hrs

Route 9:

Commencing from Rosia that is 5 minutes walking distance from Camp Bay and Little
Bay Beaches. The Bus travels through Rosia Road via Queensway making a brief stop
at Market Place before servicing St Bernard’s Hospital with a Bus Stop just beside
which also has the Morrison Superstore at a stone’s throw before returning to the
Market Place Terminus.

The Bus returns to Rosia via Line Wall Road.

This route operates 7 days a week between 07:00hrs — 21:00hrs
